This training speciality provides pupils with the knowledge they need to make and repair 
different saddlery items for horse riding and maintaining carriages. It also enables them to 
learn about the tools and materials, as well as to apply specific techniques and procedures. 
 
The duration of the course is of three years. Pupils will receive practical and theoretical 
lessons in the Royal School’s harness workshop in a progressive form coherent to their 
learning process. They will also learn the techniques and history of the horse, and the main 
carriage and hippology concepts. 
 
VANCIES AND REQUIREMENTS  
 

For the course 2024-2025 are offered FIVE (5) places. They will be assigned to the 
applicants who get the best marks in the entrance exams.  
 
The requirements to apply for a vacancy are the following: 
 

• Have completed ESO education (Compulsory Secondary Education).  
• Be aged between 16 and 30 years old.  
• Declaring that the applicant does not suffer from any illness that may impede 

working with horses and their equipment. 
• Have adequate knowledge of Spanish in order to get the maximum benefit from 

lessons.
